Board Member Attendance

Mrs. Roanhorse’ second grade class said the pledge of allegiance in English and Navajo. They also did a reading activity to show the parents and school board. Mr. Noggle thanked the parents for coming to support their children. 

Jackie Chee presented to the board the types of testing the students do for reading. She explained Dibels for K-6; Galileo for K-6; Renaissance Learning for Grades 1-8; and Azella for grades K-8. Francis Ambrose, Sr., asked why give all these tests with the same outcome? Mrs. Chee replied that when you look at data, it’s a snapshot of the student to help the teacher help the student. She further explained that you want to see growth over time. Mr. Noggle replied that what a student needs to know in September, they don’t need to know in January. It’s called a cut score. This helps the administrative staff to determine basically that our teachers are following pacing guides to teach the standards required by the State of Arizona. Mrs. Chee also stated that the other is progression rate, Galileo, most of our kids have been on the low end as far as achievement, we expect to see what we put in place intervention wise, pull outs, reading intervention and after school tutoring. With those in place we expect to see with student population, over time, moving from the bottom left hand quadrant to the bottom right hand quadrant then up to the top right hand quadrant. Assessments help us determine if our teaching staff stay on track. Mr. Noggle also stated that the State requires us to use student performance in teacher evaluations. Francis Ambrose Sr., asked that the data shows regression, who dropped the ball? What are we doing to help these student beyond Jeddito School into high school? Mr. Noggle replied that he’s seen those student who start here finish well, but it’s those that transfer in and show the struggle with interventions to bring them up to standard. 

Mr. Noggle stated that the major issue plaguing Jeddito School is our debt. Letters were written to legislators at the State and National levels as well as our council delegates and also the President of the Navajo Nation. He’s pleased to report that Senator Peshlakai is carrying legislation for us and board members may testify at the education committee if need be. The problem is she’s a democrat and legislature is republican. If proposed legislation is approved by the Arizona Legislature and signed by Governor, we will be in a good position. He’s excited we are getting some movement. If President Begaye takes action, that will go a long way to solve the financial problem that plagued this district. 


Jarrahlyn Begaye thanked Mr. Noggle about all he’s done, it took a lot of time and knows it’s something you are passionate about and it displays through your hard work, we appreciate it. She knows it’s not for you personally for recognition, but your heart of the students in our community of Jeddito. She sincerely appreciates that and the amazing things you are doing. Parents understand how far you’ve gone, all the letters you wrote even though you knew it would be on a pile of other letters. We appreciate that and thank you.
