 Consolidated Board Report – Information Only

Francis Ambrose asked if the enrollment is 119 or 134 and what the difference is between ADA and ADM. Mr. Noggle replied that ADA is usually less than ADM, which is actual seat time. Yes, we have 134 students enrolled. Francis Ambrose asked what type of funds are we getting. Bonnie Haven replied that we get funded after all absences, based on seat time, and amount of time in the classroom. This years number reflect higher than last years’ seat time. Mr. Noggle stated that it’s a combination of both, ADA and ADM. He continued to explain that categoricals were between 156-60 and they take that what the budget is based on and funding based on ADM. Francis Ambrose stated that the data he was reading he’s making comparison of the attendance percentage, which would end of with lower average seat time. Mr. Noggle replied that this will vary month to month and right now we are averaging at 92% attendance rate. We are doing better in that regard. 

Bonnie Haven stated that she has been working on the consolidated board report, looking at the background numbers and making sure things are in the right account. This is the first time she’s had a balance in Impact Aid. We should be getting one more payment but we won’t. She has $109,000 to last me three more months. She also informed the board that this school district has tightened because we bought a $100,000 bus out of Impact. She thinks the receiver should be pretty proud we made it, it going to be close and down to the pennies, but we made it even with the bus.
