Board Member Attendance

Mr. Noggle informed the board that next week is Teacher Appreciation Week and an activity is planned each day, i.e. teachers are super heroes. He stated that in honor of our teaching staff he praises them for their hard work they put in, they didn’t go on strike and he’s very proud of them for that. He also informed the board that he had a phone conference call with the engineering firm that is preparing bid documents for our HVAC system. For 9 years we have been struggling with this system, it’s either too hot or too cold, never just right. This bid will replace all fan coils in classrooms which are obsolete and outdated, and the programming as well. This vendor will meet with School Facilities Board and hopefully by July 1 we will have the work commence. Our road at teacher housing was graded today and he’d like to express appreciation to Jeddito Chapter for doing that. We are going to order gravel for the road now. He included in the packet two memos clarifying fieldtrips since we don’t have a policy on fieldtrips. He met with the 8th grade sponsors regarding the promotion and end of the year trip and will have students and parents sign a contract. The second memo was written to staff based on policy and having people interpret when students could or couldn’t go on a fieldtrip. This violates students’ due process so he changed it to where he makes the decision based on information they present. He doesn’t want individual teachers making that decision, he will do it. 

He will be attending the ASBA Summer Conference and he’s attached the political agenda they have proposed. He did inform the board that he submitted the top 5 legislative priorities for Cedar School District.
